Passed down
for 5 generations, since 2005 it has been under the management of
Lorraine Senard. The Domaine produces wines that are seductive

TASTING NOTES

Aromas of raspberry, Morello
cherry and blackberry set off by
notes of liquorice, underbrush and
leather.  Well-rounded  structure
leaves an aftertaste of fruit and ele-
gant tannins on the palate.
